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WELSH MP’s REPORT CRITICISED FOR IGNORING LNG CONCERNS

A report on energy use in Wales has been criticised for ignoring the concerns that local people have about the LNG developments on the shores of Milford Haven.

In response to a report by the House of Commons Welsh Affairs Committee[1], Pembrokeshire Friends of the Earth energy spokesperson, Gordon James, said:

“While going to considerable lengths to stress the need for adequate information and proper consultation on wind energy applications, the report ignores the well publicised complaints made by many residents in the Milford Haven area about permission being granted to build a hazardous LNG storage facility so close to a populated area.

“Many, including a number of experienced marine pilots, also believe that there has been an inadequate assessment of the risks posed by shipping this fuel into the Haven.

“These people can quite correctly feel that they been denied adequate information and proper consultation. And for them, the consequences of living close to an LNG facility are far worse than for those living a couple of miles from an off-shore wind farm. Yet, their concerns have been ignored.

“It is also disappointing that no recommendation has been made for the proposed LNG power stations on the shores of Milford Haven to maximise efficiency by using combined heat and power (CHP) systems. This indicates a disregard for reducing emissions of climate changing gases, such as carbon dioxide, in Wales.”
