Pembrokeshire Friends of the Earth is launching a campaign to oppose plans to build a 2000MW power station, burning LNG, on the site of the old power station at Pembroke. 

This would result in emissions of CO2 of almost 6 million tonnes a year, and the heat wasted would be the equivalent to half of Wales’ electricity demand.  

When one takes into account the 56% efficiency of the proposed plant and the energy consumed in extracting, liquefying, transporting and re-gasifying the LNG, around 60% of the energy content of the gas will be wasted. In the face of the urgent threat of climate change and rapidly rising energy costs, Pembrokeshire FOE believes that this wastage is wholly unacceptable.

The group is calling for alternative plans for 3-4 smaller plants using CHP (combined heat and power) to be built on the shores of the Haven. The waste heat of these plants can be used in the oil refineries and the LNG terminals where energy is required for re-gasification of the LNG. 

The London Development Agency has recently announced plans to use the waste heat from Barking Power Station to heat 120,000 homes. Heating homes in Milford and Pembroke Dock in this way would not only cut CO2 emissions, it would lift some of the counties poorest households out of fuel poverty. CHP plants are common in other parts of Europe and operate at efficiency levels of over 90%.
